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Why was it so important to emphasize the supremacy of Christ? There was 
false teaching going round about religious rituals, mysticism and angel 
worship that was undermining the authority and centrality of Christ. We 
should beware of anything that takes the place of Christ or of anyone who 
says that Jesus is a great prophet but denies his divinity. We should beware of 
anyone who worships a created being or beings like angels rather than their 
creator, Jesus Christ. See Hebrews 1:4 ~ So he (the Son, Jesus) became as 
much superior to the angels as the name he has inherited is superior to theirs. 
 

Jesus existed before creation, all things were created by him and in him all 
things hold together. Reading again from ‘The Reality of Christ: It is due to 
him (Jesus) that the stars remain in place and do not move about randomly 
and chaotically, as if the universe was a gigantic bumper-car ride at the 
cosmic fun-fair. It is due to him that planet earth remains the right distance 
from its sun, neither burning to a crisp as it strays nearer, nor freezing to a 
wasteland as it strays further from its source of light and life. It is due to him 
that the regularities of day and night can be trusted. It is due to him that 
stability marks the created order and not chaos. It would be a  very 
haphazard, unpredictable, random and unstable place to live apart from him. 
He is the source of the very air we breathe and the life we have. ’For in him 
we live and move and have our being’. 
And he holds it all together, providing it with cohesion and preventing it from 
spiralling into disintegration. John Wesley remarked that, ‘He is the cement 
as well as the support of the Universe’. 
 

Things fall to pieces when Christ’s authority is ignored, whether in church, 
business, family or society etc. The whole delicate balance of creation is 
sustained by Christ, despite man’s violations and assaults on it. One day this 
will come to an end, when God recalls his creation. Matter will return to the 
energy it came from (see Einstein’s equation E = Mc2  ~ Energy = mass times 
speed of light squared) and there will be a new heaven and a new earth . See 2 
Peter 3:10: …the day of the Lord will come like a thief. The heavens will 
disappear with a roar; the elements will be destroyed by fire and the earth 
and everything in it will be laid bare. See also Revelation 21:1 ~ Then I saw a 
new heaven and a new earth, for the first heaven and the first earth had 
passed away……….. 
 

Christ is not only the Head of Creation, but also Head of the Body, his 
church. (v.18). Are we functioning effectively as part of that body, under his 
command? Are we honouring Christ as Lord in every part of our being? Just 
as the fullness of the Deity or Godhead dwells in Christ (v19), so should the 
fullness of Christ dwell in us (2:9) 
 

Our time together was drawn to a close with the breaking of bread led by 
Derek and singing ‘Lord, you have my heart’.

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It was a great pleasure to welcome about 15 friends of Stuart and Helen from 
their previous church in Essex. They certainly swelled our ranks and added 
fullness to the time of worship and fun afterwards at tea with birthday cake 
and gingerbread house! We hope you’ll all come and see us again. 
 

Mike continued the series on Colossians, this time focusing on Colossians 
1:15-20. This letter was written roughly 30 years after Jesus’ crucifixion. The 
gospel had meanwhile spread round the whole of the Mediterranean, including 
Ephesus. Here Paul probably met Epaphras who became a Christian and took 
the message back to Colossae, Laodicea and Hierapolis.  
 

Although these verses focus on the supremacy of Christ, the name Christ is 
not mentioned, as the train of thought follows through from verse 8. Verses 15 
and 16 declare the supremacy of Jesus in creation.  
Firstly Jesus is the image of the invisible God, not made in God’s image like 
man and woman. See John 14:9 where Jesus says: Anyone who has seen me 
has seen the Father. If we are reflecting the life of Christ, people should see in 
us his image, the attributes of Jesus within us.  
 

Secondly Jesus is the firstborn over all creation. ‘Firstborn’ was a title in 
Hebrew signifying the heir. All things visible or invisible were created by 
Christ. He was the means of creation ~ by him and through him. Quoting from 
‘The Reality of Christ’ by Derek Tidball, Mike read: The whole vista of 
creation is in view. As Paul’s eyes sweep the cosmos ,there is nothing which is 
left outside the creative power of Christ. The smallest subatomic particle, the  
DNA helix, the great mountain ranges of the Himalayas and the largest 
galaxy of stars came into existence at his command and through his agency.
