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What is it about Swanage that needs to be dismantled?  
�  Gossip? Swanage is a small place where rumour abounds. 
�  Polite veneer? People have left the church and gone elsewhere ~ or 

nowhere. Paul indicated by tone of voice and dismissive gesture his low 
opinion of the reasons given for such departures! 

       Where people are focused on their problems, the church becomes needs- 
       based, leading to discontent if needs aren’t met. Are you prepared to serve  
       others in the face of your problems, become, as Paul put it, not  
       person/ego-centric but body-centric? 
�  Freemasonry? This is an evil force in Swanage: a secret society that is 

also a religion but the god is not the Christian God. Masonic rituals are a 
portal to the demonic. The legacy of 19th century freemasonry and current 
practices have left Swanage a poor place.  

 

Paul encouraged us to reach young people through music. We have such an 
asset in this respect. Another asset is the fantastic building. Swanage is a dark 
place but God specialises in redeeming the dark. Paul’s prayer is for 
leadership skills to be developed, for new people to join us or come back, for 
us to overcome him (the accuser) by the blood of the Lamb and by the word of 
our testimony. (Revelation 12: 11). It will cost us in time, patience, money 
energy. How passionate are we to see the church grow? 
 

Paul invited anyone to stand who had felt something in his message had really 
registered and needed a response. He then prayed for us all, after which 
Darrell and Joe shared what was on their hearts.

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As Paul said, there was anointing on the time of worship and a real sense of 
God’s presence with us. It was good to welcome some old friends with us. 
 

Paul asked the question: What are the ingredients of church? God and people. 
Who or what people does God use? God chose the foolish, the weak, lowly 
and despised (1 Corinthians 1: 26-31). God goes round the mind straight to 
the heart. We are indeed a motley bunch! There is a wide range of gifting, 
character and potential. Paul highlighted this in several instances among those 
present (I have the words for each individual; let me know if you did not catch 
all that was given for you.) 
 

Paul then focused on Mike and Ann’s leadership ~ their faithfulness, their 
pastoral and teaching input. He asked Mike to comment on where he stood 
regarding the future. Mike said that his role as church leader was not one he 
had ever envisaged taking on when he and Ann moved down to Swanage in 
1999. However, despite the setbacks and disappointments of seeing people 
leave, all the prophetic words the church had received indicated that he and 
Ann, together with the church should stand firm and persevere. We had 
looked recently at all the prophetic messages given over the past year or so 
and none of them had told us to shut the door and close the church. Rather just 
the opposite. We are not to be daunted by visibly small numbers; we do not 
see the host around us. It would be all too easy to give up, but we take God’s 
words to heart. Not to do so would be to disregard the prophecies we have had 
~ a very serious rejection of God’s words to us. Mike and Ann are not giving 
up, but standing firm to see what God will do. 
 

Paul testified to the good news that an elderly lady, close to the end of her life, 
had opened her heart to the Lord just that day ~ as a result of Paul praying 
with her. Paul’s son’s life, too, had been touched by the Holy Spirit, the living 
presence of God on earth ~ again as a result of ongoing prayer. What an 
encouragement to persevere in prayer. 
 

‘Call to Business’, the Christian ministry to the business world that Paul heads 
up, has seen prophetic revelation about the strongholds of darkness in the City 
of London ~ mammon, intellectual pride and the power of freemasonry. 
 

In Sierra Leone, a country rich in minerals, but bound by ancestral worship 
and animism, Moslems and Christians get on well together because there is no 
heart in the Gospel. Syncretism has taken place because of the acceptance of 
the status quo, the culture, the way things are.  
 

People have a picture of Jesus that is not true i.e. of someone who is meek, 
mild and cuddly. But he was, in fact, radical and counter-cultural. Culture 
keeps the status quo.
