·  Luke ~ our dear friend, the doctor ~ Paul’s faithful companion, first joining   
      him at Troas ( Acts 16: 10 ~ where the ‘we’ passages of Acts begin),     
      remaining at Philippi and later rejoining Paul on his return to Jerusalem and  
      on to Rome. He was with Paul until his death ~ 2 Timothy 4:11 ~ Only Luke is   
      with me. 
·  Demas ~ he was a Christian co-worker with Paul who would later desert him 

because he loved this world. (2 Timothy 4:10) ~ one of the saddest things Paul 
had to wite. 

Chapter 4: 15-17 ~ those who received the greetings 
·  The church family at Laodicea ~ meeting in the home of Nympha. Homes 

were frequently used in the early church. Philemon’s home was used in 
Colossae (Philemon v2), also the home of Mary, the mother of John Mark 
(Acts 12:12) in Jerusalem. Her home may also have been where the Last 
Supper was held in the upper room, also the place of prayer in Acts 1:13. 

·  Archippus ~ See to it….. A strong exhortation from Paul to Archippus 
(probably the leader of the church in Laodicea) to complete the work the Lord 
had entrusted to him. In the letter to Philemon, Paul calls Archippus our fellow 
soldier. He had clearly been committed to the work of the Gospel but was he 
in danger of giving up? Later the church in Laodicea was rebuked by Christ 
for being lukewarm (Revelation 3: 16). 

Chapter 4:18 ~ Paul’s personal farewell. Paul often dictated his letters, signing off 
in his own hand, here ending as he began, praying God’s grace be with them.

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We were few in number but God was with us, blessing and refreshing us. It was 
Mothering Sunday and Derek led us in a lovely prayer thanking God for our 
mothers. The children made posies with Veronica in Sunday School to give their 
mother ~ in this case all three for Jo! 
It was welcome back to Darrell from his trip to the USA to see the Coopers and 
Cerones. We had an update on all their news and asked Darrell to convey our love 
to them all when he is next in touch. 
Visit to King’s Park, Northampton by Mike, John, Harry and Stuart: John said 
how much the love of God shone through in the lives of men dedicated to God 
and how good it was to share with church leaders, some facing similar problems  

  to ours. Harry added that it seemed to be a common experience that people are not 
attracted to church but are keen for spiritual input. The Life Groups could prove a 
very friendly way of introducing people to Jesus. Mike mentioned that in many 
places churches are increasingly working together and actually being known as 
the Church in ………. (rather like the Church in Philippi or Ephesus, for 
example). King’s Church, Swanage is not big, but could be like a catalyst among 
the Christian community here ~ and it only takes a tiny amount of catalyst to 
make a huge difference. 
Mike concluded the series on Colossians, looking at the section in chapter 4 under 
‘Final Greetings’ (v7-18). The people mentioned in these verses were real people; 
it’s important to remember that the church is not the building but the people.  
Chapter 4:7-9 ~ Paul commended his letter-bearers: 
·  Tychicus ~ a dear brother, a faithful minister and servant in the Lord, sent to 

Colossae to bring news of Paul and to encourage the Colossian believers. A 
fine tribute here and in Ephesians 6:21 to a man of God. 

·  Onesimus ~ formerly a runaway slave, he is here referred to warmly as our 
faithful and dear brother. We know of his background through Paul’s letter to 
Philemon, a member of the church at Colossae, encouraging Philemon to 
accept Onesimus back as a dear brother for Onesimus had become a 
Christian, his life transformed from being useless to being useful ~ a play on 
the meaning of his name. 

Chapter 4: 10-14 ~ Greetings from Paul’s companions: 
·  Aristarchus ~ along with Mark and Jesus Justus, the only Jews among Paul’s 

fellow-workers. It was Aristarchus who had been seized and pushed into the 
huge amphitheatre before the crowds of about 20,000 at Ephesus during the 
riots there (Acts 19:29). 

·  (John) Mark  ~ cousin (or nephew) of Barnabas.  He had turned back from the 
first missionary journey undertaken by Paul and Barnabas (Acts 13:13). Paul’s 
unwillingness to take Mark on the second journey caused him to fall out with 
Barnabas (Acts 15: 37-41). Reconciliation had obviously taken place between 
Paul and Mark, because Paul, now about 12 years later, sends Mark’s 
greetings and later on in 2 Timothy 4:11, Paul asks Timothy to get Mark and 
bring him with you, because he is helpful to me in my ministry. Christians can 
and often do experience sharp disagreements, but the important lesson from 
this one is that reconciliation took place. 

·  Jesus Justus ~ Jesus (Hebrew ‘Joshua’ or ‘Yeshua’) was a common name, 
here distinguishable from others by the Roman surname ‘Justus’.  No more is 
known of him but he was obviously close to and valued by Paul. 

·  Epaphras ~ appears to have been the founder and leader of the Church at 
Colossae (and possibly the neighbouring churches of Laodicea and Hierapolis, 
6 miles and 10 miles north-west of Colossae respectively. Epaphras was one of 
you i.e. a member of the Colossian Church though away in Rome with Paul at 
the time the letter was written. Though absent he was always wrestling in 
prayer for the Colossian believers. Do we wrestle in prayer? Do we have that 
determination not to be side-tracked? Epaphras’ prayer for the church was that 
they would stand firm in the will of God, mature and fully assured. This was 
particularly important in view of the false teaching around.
